
Paw Spa Updates Bedding Policy
The Paw Spa has updated it’s Bedding Policy. To address
housekeeping concerns, all dog beds must be machine washable
in a standard size washing machine. Examples of acceptable
and unacceptable bedding items are as follows:

Acceptable Unacceptable

Fleece Mats Beds with Inserts/Zippers

Fleece or Other Blankets Beds larger than 24” x 36”

Bath Mats

Bath Towels

Please keep in mind that the Paw Spa provides fleece blankets
to all of its canine clients that do not bring their own bedding.
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Reminders About Our Holiday Policy

Holiday reservations (3 day minimum) can be made at
anytime. Due to the growing demand for these reservations
and the increasing number of last minute cancellations
we have instituted a new holiday boarding policy.

All holiday reservations must be paid in full
at the time the reservation is made.

Reservations can be modified and/or cancelled if the request
is made 30 days prior to your reserved dates. However

reservation dates become locked-in and nonrefundable
30 days prior to dates reserved.

Any additional services your pet receives during their stay such
as baths or nails can be paid for upon pick-up.

A one-time holiday fee of $10.00 per dog will be applied when
boarding over any of the dates listed on our Web site at:

Tips For
Boarding
Your Pet

Make sure they are
acclimated to the Paw
Spa by bringing them
for a few days of daycare
prior to their visit. This
especially applies to
dogs coming for their
first stay with us or if
they only board once
or twice per year.

If your dog gets
anxious when they
sense you are leaving,
try packing your bags
and theirs when they
are not in the room.

Remember pets
sense your body
language, so do not
make a big deal about
having to be away
from them and keep a
very happy posture and
tone when departing.
If you fail to do so, they
may interpret your
body language and
sadness as you
abandoning them.

When packing their
bags, include only the
basics such as a bed,
food, treats and a few
toys and make sure to
label all items.

Do You Know Why
Spaying & Neutering

is Beneficial?
Many of our clients here at the Paw Spa have asked us why spaying
and neutering is good for their pets and society. Below is a list of

benefits courtesy of the Bluffs Animal Hospital in Jupiter.

Spaying:
•Eliminates heat cycles
•Prevents accidental pregnancies and unwanted offspring
•Reduces the risk of breast tumors or cancer
•Significantly reduces undesirable behavior
•Prevents uterine infections common in older pets

Neutering:
•Significantly reduces prostate and testicular disease or cancer
•Reduces undesirable behavior such as marking
•Eliminates urine odor of male cats

Net Effects:
Spaying & Neutering controls the unintended breeding of puppies
and kittens thereby reducing strays, starvation, and euthanization
at animal shelters. It is important to note that Palm Beach County
euthanized over 18,000 animals last year. Nationally approximately
10 million dogs and cats are put down each year. Help control the
pet population by spreading the word about these benefits.
